Migrant, was first published in 1930 and is
on file in many libraries, museums, and
educational institutions throughout the
world. Its purpose is to provide a permanent
record for bird observations, including the
occurrence of rare and unusual birds.  The
journal regularly features articles about study
projects and findings and allows members
across the state to be acquainted with each
other’s work.
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
